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A warm welcome

The Andermatt Holiday Region is located
in the heart of the Swiss Alps, surrounded
by four major Alpine passes. The region
offers a wide range of possibilities and is
the ideal place for those seeking relaxa-
tion, nature and culture in both summer
and winter. Great moments in a fantastic
mountain world are

guaranteed here.

For winter sports enthusiasts, the mo-
dern ski resort of Andermatt+Sedrun+Di-
sentis offers skiing fun across some 180
kilometres of slopes, as well as nume-
rous cross-country trails, winter walking
routes, snowshoe trails and much more.
In summer, a diverse natural landscape
with countless mountain lakes, small
glaciers, impressive side valleys and four
mountain passes await you. This region

at the Gotthard is noted for its cultural
diversity and well-documented histo-

ry. Traces of the history are seen in the
architecture, at the Valley Museum and
at the fabled Schollenen Gorge with its
Devil’s Bridge, which once enabled goods

and travellers to cross the Gotthard Pass.

Itis with good reason that Switzerland
is known as Europe’s moated castle. In
the Andermatt Holiday Region, you are
right at the centre of it. The rivers Rhine,
Reuss, Rhone and Ticino all start at the
Gotthard Massif with these rivers taking
seven percent of all Alpine water in four
different directions. All of the four rivers
sources are linked by the Four Head-
waters Trail (www.vier-quellen-weg.ch),
which can be covered on foot in five
varied stages. The highest triple water-

shed is located in the middle of the
Gotthard Massif, where precipitations
separate into the Rhine, Ticino and
Rhone. Four hiking trails lead to the
continental watershed with the four
starting points Furkapass, Realp, Gott-
hardpass and Villa.

The Ursern Valley with the communities
of Andermatt, Hospental and Realp is
one of Switzerland’s most impressive
high-lying valleys. It even attracted

the attention of Johann Wolfgang von
Goethe, who, when travelling through
the valley in 1779, declared “of all the
places I know, this is the dearest and
most interesting to me”. The name
Ursern comes from the Latin-roman
word Ursus, meaning bear. Hence Ursern
means the valley of the bears. The bear
is still used as the emblem of Ursern.
The white cross on its back indicates
that the area once belonged to the
monastery of Disentis.

The Gotthard Pass (2,106 m.a.s.l.) has
long been an important Alpine crossing
linking north and south. The route

over the Gotthard was the only Alpine
crossing where travellers only had to
cross one pass. The Schollenen Gorge,
which was difficult to cross, was opened
up as early as 1200. By 1830, the pack
mule track had become a road that
could be used by carriages and sledges.
In 1882, the 15-kilometre-long Gotthard
railway tunnel opened from Goschenen
(Canton Uri) to Airolo (Canton Ticino).
It was considered the longest tunnel in
the world until 1905. In the heyday of
the muleteers, a journey from Lucerne
to the Italian border still took a good five
to seven days. The same distance could
be covered in 24 hours with the intro-
duction of the stagecoach and today,
thanks to the Gotthard Base Tunnel, it
takes just over two hours.



The six municipalities

The Andermatt Holiday Region includes
the six municipalities of Andermatt,
Hospental, Realp, Goschenen, Wassen
and Gurtnellen. Andermatt itself is the
region’s largest village. Zumdorf, between
Hospental and Realp, is the smallest
village in the region and in fact the smallest
village in Switzerland, and hence is linked
politically to the municipality of Hospental.

Andermatt

Andermatt (1,444 m.a.s.l) is located at
the entrance to the Oberalp Pass. The
village provides direct access to the
two areas of Natschen and Gemsstock,
which are part of the skiing area Ander-
matt+Sedrun+Disentis. The Ursern
Valley Museum is housed in a beautiful
historic building dating from 1786 and
documents the valley’s long history.
Other locations with many historical
tales to tell include the Devil’s Bridge,
the “Urnerloch” (one of the first tunnels
in the Alps) and the Suvorov Monument
near the Schollenen Gorge. The name
Schollenen is probably derived from
“scalina”, which means “small step”.
With its hotels including event- and
meeting locations, a modern concert
hall, restaurants and sports outlets,
Andermatt is the perfect hub for explo-
ring the Andermatt Holiday Region and
the Gotthard Massif with its surroun-
ding areas. At present, Andermatt has
developed into an attractive year-round
destination. The village, situated in the
middle of the Ursern Valley, offers a
wide range of leisure activities in sum-
mer and winter.

Hospental

During the era of the muleteers, Hospen-
tal was the valley’s most important
village, as it was the last settlement be-
fore the Gotthard Pass. With the expan-
sion of the Alpine passes, the carriage and
hotel industry flourished, although this
only lasted until the completion of the
Gotthard railway in 1882. Even today; its
neat array of beautiful old buildings gives
the village a traditional and historical
appearance. The village is dominated by a
tower, which was inhabited until the 13th
century by the “Lords of Hospental”, who
represented the monastery of Disentis
and collected the tolls. The tower has a
viewing platform which offers a stunning
view of the Ursern Valley and the village
of Hospental. In addition, the municipa-
lity is home to Switzerland's smallest vil-
lage, Zumdorf. Hospental offers not only
hotels, guesthouses and holiday flats,

but also plenty of group accommodation.
Itis an ideal base for hiking, biking,
cycling and motorcycle pass tours. In the
St. Anna Forest, the HospenTrail provides
a varied way to stay active while enjoying
nature. The surrounding area is also
popular with cross-country skiers, free-
riders and ski tourers. Especially in spring,
ski tourers set off with skins on their skis
towards the Winterhorn and Gotthard.

Realp

The small village of Realp at the end

of the Ursern Valley is the last village
before the Furka Pass. Despite its small
size it has something very special to
offer. The Realp golf course is probably
the most alpine golf course in the world
and a round of golf here in this unique
location and landscape is an unfor-
gettable experience. Also, the historic
Furka Steam Train departs from Realp
before crossing the Furka. In winter,
there is a small skilift which is ideal
for children and beginners. The village
serves as a base for a wide range of ski
tours. In summer, it is a starting point
for hikes to destinations such as the
Albert-Heim hut, the Rotondo hut and
the Sidelen hut. The name Realp comes
from “riva alpa”, meaning white stream
and was named after the strikingly
white foaming waters of the local Loch-
berg stream in springtime.

Goschenen

Goschenen is home to the famous De-
vil’s Stone, which, as legend has it, the
devil wanted to use to destroy the De-
vil’s Bridge in the Schollenen Gorge. His
intentions were frustrated and the stone
has remained there until this day. Ano-
ther witness of the time of the muleteers
is the Zollbricke. Until 1830, custom
duties were levied on travellers. In the
early 1870’s until 1884 the number of in-
habitants in Goschenen increased from
350 to up to 3,000 inhabitants. These
were mainly Italian guest workers who
were working on the Gotthard railway
tunnel. This 15-km long rail tunnel was
the world’s longest tunnel until 1905
and was, for those times, a technical
masterpiece. The village tour, which has
14 stations, is dedicated to the history
of the railway tunnel and leads to the
historical points of the village. Leaving
Goschenen, you may visit the lovely
Goscheneralp Valley with its stunningly
beautiful, natural landscapes. The Post
Bus drives here in summer and the alp
serves as a base for a wide range of
hikes along the dam and to one of the
five nearby mountain huts (Damma,
Salbit, Voralp, Bergsee and Chelenalp
huts). One of the most spectacular hikes
in the Andermatt Holiday Region takes
you over the Salbit Bridge and links the
Salbit and Voralp huts.

Wassen

Those who arrive by train from the North
can look out of the window and see the
church at Wassen three times. To enable
the trains to gain altitude, two helical
tunnels were constructed near Wassen
enabling the line to spiral upwards for
200 metres. This is still an engineering
masterpiece and a treat for any traveller
on the Gotthard axis. The famous Swiss
comedian Emil Steinberger took up this
theme in one of his sketches and this
only added to the fame of the Wassen
church among German-speaking people.
Wassen is well worth a visit. There you
can see the little “Pfaffensprung” gorge
where the water has so creatively made
its way through the rocks. There are also
many hiking routes in the surrounding
mountains to both the Sewen and Sustli
mountain huts. The Susten road, which
takes you through the Meien Valley and
over the Susten Pass, links the Reuss
Valley in Canton Uri with the Aare Valley
in the Bernese Oberland. Every year in
September, the alpine dairymen of the
Hinterfeld Alpine Cooperative move from
the summer alp to the valley with their
cows and cattle. This tradition is an im-
portant annual event for the population
and the farming community and a major
tourist attraction.

Gurtnellen

Five parts of the village form the munici-
pality of Gurtnellen: Gurtnellen-village,
Gurtnellen-Wiler, Butzen, Mannigen,
Platti and Intschi. In Intschi, a cable car
takes visitors up to the family paradise
of Arni and to Lake Arni, where there are
wide views over the Reuss Valley. There
are also numerous hiking trails that
begin at Lake Arni and at Gurtnellen.
Learn more about the region - follow the
Gurtnellen Adventure Trail as it takes
you through water, forest and wildlife
areas, and hike on the Stduben (spray)
Trail, which leads to a small waterfall
(Stauben) and certainly lives up to its
name. There are resting areas and BBQ
sites along these routes which invite
you to stay and relax. A mountain hut
adventure awaits both young and old

at each of the Leutschach, Tresch and
Sunniggrat huts. In winter, Snowshoe
hiking is very popular around the
picturesque Arni lake.

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Getting here

Because of its central location, the
Andermatt Holiday Region is easily ac-
cessible for visitors travelling from the
North, South, East or West. The region is
only one and a half to two hours travel
from either Zurich or Lugano.

If travelling by car, exit the motorway at
Goschenen. Then it takes another ten
minutes to reach Andermatt. The ease
of travelling along the winding road up
the impressive Schollenen Gorge could
scarcely have been imagined by the
muleteers of bygone days.

Travellers by train from North or South
catch the hourly Gotthard express train
to Goschenen. For the final ten minutes
you travel on the narrow gauge Matter-
horn Gotthard Railway (MGB), which
makes a spectacular ascent up the
Schollenen Gorge.
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More Alpine passes Grimsel, Nufenen, Lukmanier and Klausen
nearby

Four springs Rhein, Rhone, Reuss and Ticino
These are all in the Gotthard region and flow to all
four points of the compass. On the Four Headwaters
Trail all the springs can be visited during a five day
